to amend the Private Universities’ Laws.

Be it enacted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the
Sixty-third Year of the Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be
called the Rajasthan Private Universities’ Laws (Amendment)
Act, 2012.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Definitions.- In this Act, unless the context otherwise
requires,-
(a) “Private Universities’ Laws” means the Private
Universities’ Acts specified in the Schedule; and
(b) “Schedule” means the Schedule appended to this Act.

3. Amendment of Private Universities’ Laws.- In clause
(y) of section 5 of the Private Universities’ Laws, the existing
expression “or without” shall be deleted.

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

There were provisions in the University Grants
Commission (Establishment of and Maintenance of Standards in
Private Universities) Regulations, 2003 that a Private University
may be permitted to open off-campus centres out side the State
after five years of its coming into existence subject to certain
conditions. Having regard to the aforesaid provisions the Private
Universities established and incorporate upto now were
empowered to set up off-campus centres within or without the
State, subject to the provisions of any other law for the time being
in force under their respective Acts.

Now the University Grants Commission has informed that
it has decided to delete the aforesaid clause on the advice of the
Department of Legal Affairs, Government of India and has
suggested to amend the existing State Acts accordingly.

In view of the above suggestion given by the University
Grants Commission, it is proposed that the existing 25 Private
Universities' Acts be amended so as to provide that these
Universities shall, subject to the provisions of any other law for the
time being in force, be empowered to set up off-campus centres
only within the State.

The Bill seeks to achieve the aforesaid object.

Hence the Bill.
